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The Fort Mill, South Carolina Veterans Commit-

tee along with the Town Of Fort Mill are  proud 

to announce the creation of a unique “Veterans 

Park” that will honor all who have served our 

country in any of the 5 Uniformed Services: 

Army, Navy,    Marine Corps, Air Force, and 

Coast Guard (Including The Reserves & Na-

tional Guard). The Park will be located on North 

White Street, across the tracks from Confeder-

ate Park. The center piece will be a 8 ft pedestal 

topped by a statue of  a WWI Doughboy. The 

Doughboy will Represent the two Medal Of 

Honor winners and a Flying Ace from Fort Mill 

who distinguished themselves during the first 

World War. The column will have engraved the 

names of Fort Mill’s Native Sons (from  all wars 

and conflicts from WWI through the present day 

Iraq & Afghanistan War on Terrorism), who 

made the   ultimate sacrifice by giving their life  

in defense of our country (KIA) . Radiating from 

the center will be 5 granite walls in the shape of 

a 5 point star,  Each Point of the star represents  

one of the 5 branches of  the uniformed ser-

vices. This area will be paved with a “Walk of 

Honor” dedicated to any American who served 

or is currently serving in the United States 

Armed Services.
